How it works?

To be able to accept online payments on your internet business you must use a payment gateway as ePay which is certified by PBS. We ensure that all security arrangements are kept and that your customer's credit card information are stored in the mostly secure manner. You can read more about the security in ePay here. 

The illustration below shows how an online payment is carried through ePay. All communication between the Internet shop, ePay and PBS is by use of a strongly encrypted connection. 


1. The page where the payment is to be carried through is opened in the internet shop. The customer enters the credit card information and confirms the payment. ePay receives the information from the internet shop. 

2. ePay transmits the information to PBS. 

3. PBS returns with an answer to ePay about the payment was accepted or declined. 

4. ePay redirects the answer to the internet shop.
